Location of house and garage in relationship to driveway.  If installing curbing, this must be indicated by X’s on survey.

All Belgium block used for curbing must be approved prior to installation by the Highway Foreman.  Concrete curb and Belgium block curb are to meet the Village specifications. Location and placement of curb will be determined by the Dept. of Public Works.  The design and installation of pavement restoration is also to follow Village specifications..

Permit regulations are listed on attached.  Please note that the Village is not responsible for any damage that might be done to curbing/block by snow plowing, street sweeping, etc.  Curbing that meets the Village roadway is on the Village right-of-way.

VO128-60. Permit Procedure
A.
An application for a permit as required under this Article shall be made to the 


Village Board of Trustees on a form provided by a Village Official.

VO128-61. Location restrictions; driveways; appeals.

A.
No vehicle shall be parked at any time on that portion of village property between


the road surface and the owners’ residential property line.

B.
No vehicle shall be parked on residential property except when parking on a 


surfaced driveway as herein defined in this chapter.  In no event shall any


automobile be parked on a lawn or area other than a surfaced driveway, as herein


provided.  

C.
Driveways, including circular driveways, are permitted, but their width as herein


defined shall not be greater than twenty-two (22) feet.

D.
Subsequent to the adoption of this chapter, no driveway may be constructed or 


enlarged unless the same complies with the requirements of this section of the


chapter.

E.
Upon application made to the Village Board of Trustees, pursuant to VO128-60,


relief may be granted from the provisions of this section of this chapter upon


public hearing, unless the Village Board of Trustees shall waive the requirements


for public hearing if it determines that the application will not adversely impact on 


the visual character of the village nor significantly diminish the available space of


required in the front, rear or side yard.

F.
No vehicle shall be parked or standing on any public street in the Village of


Brightwaters unless it is facing in the same direction as the authorized traffic


movement on the nearest portion of that street to that vehicle.

REGULATIONS:

1.  No person shall open up, alter the grade, dig or excavate in the roadbed, pavement or gutters of any street in the Village for any purpose whatever, except in compliance with the provisions herein, and no person shall tunnel under the roadbed of any street, in whole or in part for any purpose.

 2.  Each application shall be accompanied by a cash deposit adequate to cover the cost of restoring the street and its pavement to a condition which meets the approval of the Village of Brightwaters, or in alternative, a bond giving adequate assurance that such repavement will be made.

3.  Each application for a permit shall further be accompanied by a certificate of insurance issued by an insurance company authorized to do business in the state of New York, guaranteeing that the applicant has provided public liability coverage of not less than $100,000/$300,000 and property damage insurance of $50,000/$100,000 to save the Village harmless from all claims, actions and proceedings brought by any person for injury to person or property resulting from or occasioned by any fault or default of the person to whom their permit is issued or by anyone acting thereunder on his behalf.

4.  As a condition precedent to receiving a permit, the applicant shall agree that immediately upon completion of his work and when required, its inspection and approval, he will backfill the excavation.  Thereafter, when the Village restores the street at the place excavated to complete repair, the cost thereof will be placed on deposit as provided in #2 above.  Until such complete repair has been made, all liability for the condition of the street remains under the permitee.

5.  Each person to whom a permit is issued hereunder must at all times have it available at the place of the excavation and, upon demand, show it to the Village Official.

6.  For the infraction of any provision hereof, any permit may be canceled and permission to do similar work may be withheld from the offender for a period of 3 months from the time of such violation.
REGULATIONS

STREET OPENING PERMITS

1.  No person shall open up, alter the grade, dig or excavate in the roadbed, pavement or gutters of any street of the Village for any purpose whatever except upon compliance with the provisions herein, and no person shall tunnel under the roadbed of any street, in whole or in part, for any purpose.

2.  Except in emergencies of normally not less than twenty-four (24) hours prior to the proposed time for such digging or excavating, application shall be made to the Village Superintendent of Public Works for a permit thereof.

3.  Each application shall be accompanied by a cash deposit adequate to cover the cost of restoring the street and its pavement to a condition which meets the approval of the Village Superintendent of Public Works or in alternative, a bond giving adequate assurance that such repavement will be made. 

4.  Each application for a permit shall further be accompanied by a certificate of insurance, in form approved by the Village Counsel and issued by an insurance company authorized to do business in the state of New York, running to the Village, guaranteeing that the applicant has provided public liability coverage of not less than one hundred thousand/three hundred thousand dollars ($100,000/$300,000) and property damage insurance of fifty thousand/one hundred thousand dollars ($50,000/$100,000) to save the Village harmless from all claims, actions and proceedings brought by any person for injury to person or property resulting from or occasioned by any fault or default of the person to whom their permit is issued or by anyone acting thereunder on  his behalf.

5.  As a condition precedent to receiving a permit, the applicant shall agree that immediately upon completion of his work and when required, its inspection and approval, he will backfill the excavation.  Thereafter, when the Village restores the street at the place excavated to complete repair, the cost thereof will be placed on deposit as provided in #3 above.  Until such complete repair has been made, all liability for the condition of the street remains under the permittee.

6.  Every grant of work for which a permit is issued must be begun within forty-eight (48) hours of the time the permit is issued.  

7.  Each person to whom a permit is issued hereunder must at all times have it available at the place of the excavation and, upon demand, show it to the Village official.

8.  Whenever the surface of a street is disturbed or an opening made therein, or when, as a result of work done thereon, there exists a depression below the surrounding grade or an elevation higher than the grade because of excess backfill or for other reasons, the person to whom the permit was issued or who had caused the hazard shall provide adequate safeguards to the public erecting a barrier or fence of distinctive type or color marking the outside distinguishable by day and adequate numbers of lighted lanterns or flares to give warning of danger after dark.

9.  For the infraction of any provision hereof, any permit may be canceled and permission to do similar work may be withheld from the offender for a period of three (3) months from the time of such violation.
