7:06pm – Planning Board (PB) Meeting Commenced

1. New VOB BI attended PB September’s monthly meeting and discussed some recent issued permits requiring a decision from ZBA.  PB and BI agreed going forward as BI identifies VOB Codes vague or missing, BI will highlight codes and bring to the PB attention to research and address if warranted.  At meeting, BI highlighted the following codes vague or missing:
a) VOB Residential Height Limits are vague
b) No setbacks defined for A/C units and stand by generators

c) Accessory Building; No setbacks or height limits indicated

d) Detached Garages; No code for height limits

e) Sheds; No definition of “shed” with area and height limits

f) Decks; Decks not permitted on rear 2/3 of rear yard of premises; Not sure if intent of code

g) Off Street Parking target for commercial business’s

h) Drainage: Are homeowners required to retain a certain percentage of their storm water
PB informed BI revised codes existed for “b” & “d” and submitted copies to BI for review and general comments.  PB agreed to look into “a”, existing VOB codes covered “c”, “d” and “f” and  “h” is not an existing VOB code.
BI also provided update on JTI.  With understanding VOB residents located on Pines Acres Blvd upset over increase seating of the restaurant, BI indicated amiable solution required satisfying all parties concern and additional meetings were scheduled.

Updates since PB Meeting held on September 9, 2014

1. JTI has been issued a Building Permit.  Second story seating reduced to 40 from 65 seats based on the number of rooms prior to fire which had occupancy of 40 people.

2. Solar Panels, Pool Permit and Cell Tower New or Revised Codes submitted to new administration on September 18, 2014.
3. VOB Clerk provided response how ZBA notified and made aware of BI Comments which are below.

“The app is denied by bldg. insp. & letter is sent to homeowner (h/o)  If h/o wants to go before the ZBA he has to file an application with all of the necessary docs.  Then I get it on my desk & set it up for a ZBA hearing.  The ZBA bd. gets sent a copy of the public notice so they know the violations of code.  The wknd before the ZBA hearing I make copies of all the apps for all ZBA members & they are delivered to their houses by CEO.  They bring these copies to the hearing & I have them leave them there so I can gather & put together for distribution for ZBA file, bldg. inspector, ZBA three ring binder.  I hope this helps!

I have the denial letter also.  This is also forwarded to ZBA when they get their copies of the app.”
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
